of the Tohoku University Graduate School of International Cultural Studies (GSICS) for
the Academic Year 2025 (for OVERSEAS APPLICANTS)

1. WFEAEIZOUWT Overview of Research Student Program
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The Research Student Program is a non-degree granting program for individuals who wish
to conduct research on a specific topic under the supervision of a GSICS faculty member.
‘Research students’ include those who spend a certain period (6-18 months) preparing for
enrollment in one of the regular graduate school programs. Acceptance is based on a
comprehensive evaluation of application documents and an interview. Research students
can be either undergraduate or graduate research students.

2. HFEEK Application Requirements
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Individuals meeting one of the following criteria may apply for admission as an
undergraduate research student:

O KRFEHELE
Those who have graduated from a university or are expected to do so before
the date of entrance.
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Those who have obtained a degree from a two-year college or the equivalent, in an area
related to their prospective field of study.
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Those who are acknowledged by GSICS to have reached standards
equivalent to the criteria 1 and 2 above.
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Individuals meeting one of the following criteria may apply for admission as a graduate
research student:
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Those who have been granted a Master’s Degree before the date of entrance.
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Those who have graduated from a university in the field of medicine, dentistry, or
veterinary medicine.
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Those who are acknowledged by GSICS to have reached standards
equivalent to the criteria 1 and 2 above.

In the case of non-Japanese applicants, those who have engaged in research
activities in universities or research institutes overseas for 2 years or more after
completing a formal 16-year school education (including a 4-year university

program), and whose academic skills have been acknowledged by GSICS to be equivalent
to criteria 1 and 2 above.



3. AR - EF Date of Entrance and Period of Enrollment
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As a general rule, the date of entrance for research students is the first day of the
semester. However, under special circumstances, students may be allowed to start at a
later date.

The 1lst semester begins on April 1 and ends on September 30.

The 2nd semester begins on October 1 and ends on March 31.
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As a general rule, the period of enrollment is no longer than one year. However, upon
request, following a screening process, students may be allowed to extend this
period.

Application period (Saturdays, Sundays and national holidays do not apply) :
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For those who desire to enter the university as a research student in April 2025, the
application documents must be received by GSICS Office of Academic Affairs between
November 1-12, 2024 (5:00PM Japan Time) .
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For those who desire to enter the university as a research student in October 2025,
the application documents must be received by GSICS Office of Academic Affairs
between May 1-12, 2025(5:00PM Japan Time) .

XMIFEAEEP HAGERIISGETEE, BEO L, WE Lo boA, HIBEERICFEE L TESV,
A letter of recommendation from your academic advisor at the last academic
institute you attended was issued no longer than 6 months before this
application. The letter should be written in Japanese or English, signed, dated,
and sealed by writing or stamping a seal on the border of the envelope flap so
that there will be evidence of opening when the envelope is opened.
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Research Statement: Describe your research plan and goals on a single sheet of A4
size paper (approximately 2,000 Japanese characters or 800 English words). Although
Japanese is preferred, statements written in English will be accepted as well. You
may also include the essential points of your graduation thesis (if any) in this
statement.
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For applicants working fulltime: A Letter of permission to take the entrance
examination from your manager at work (free format).
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For applicants employed by private companies, the letter should mention what status

you will maintain at your job while you are a research student at GSICS, and that

your research will not be conducted at your employer’s request.
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For applicants employed by non-private companies, the letter should mention what
status you will maintain at your job while you are a research student at GSICS.
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Certificate of Research Experience: Graduate Research Student applicants who meet
criterion 4 in 2.@ above must also submit a certificate stating research experience
of at least two years at a university or research institute.

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Screening will be conducted on the basis of a comprehensive evaluation of application
documents and an interview by the faculty of the relevant department.

7. BRLOVTERE Admission Fee and Tuition Fee
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The following fees must be paid at the time of registration:
Oadmission Fee: ¥84,600
OTuition Fee: ¥89,100 (per 3 months)
The tuition fee above must be paid in advance every 3 months. If the fee is revised, the
changes will apply immediately.
In addition to the above fees, there are other expenses for student insurance:

* "Gakkenbai” for Japanese students (340yen)
* "Inbound Futai-Gakuso insurance” for International students (13,340 yen)
(All prices are as of April 1st, 2024. The amount of each insurance premium is for one
year.)
